Your application packet will be distributed via email during
the late summer and early fall of the academic year prior to
the year in which you plan to matriculate. The emailed appli-
cation packet includes a link to our secure online application
system, a set of instructions for the application, and a letter
of reference form. All materials must be submitted by the
designated deadlines in order to be considered for an interview.

With the generous support of the Jim Joseph Foundation,
HUC-JIR is able to offer the first-ever program of full scholar-
ships for the entire three years of study for full-time students
in Jewish education who plan to serve in the United States.
The requirements for the scholarship are the same as for
admission to the Education Programs: a bachelor's degree
from an accredited college or university; the Graduate Record
Examination; strong academic potential and effective com-
munication skills; and the ability to think critically and
reflectively. Formal study of Hebrew and Judaica is strongly
recommended. Candidates should demonstrate an under-
standing of issues and trends in Jewish education, as well
as a familiarity with what it means to be a professional in
Jewish life. You will be notified about the scholarships when
you are notified about matriculation.

In addition, HUC-JIR will help you obtain federal Stafford
loans (as eligible) of up to $18,500 annually to fund your
total educational costs, including living expenses. You can
further offset the cost of your education with income you

can earn through HUC-JIR’s numerous internships and select
professional opportunities.

The Jim Joseph Foundation Education
Initiative provides a total of $45 million
in grants to Hebrew Union College, the
Jewish Theological Seminary, and Yeshiva University to increase the
number and enhance the quality of Jewish educators working with Jewish
youth and young adults. Funding of up to $15 million, per institution,
will support the development of new certificate and degree programs
and training and mentoring new and practicing education professionals
over the next five years.
