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" THE MACCABEES. A MEDITATION.

T ET us in this hour gratefully acknowledge the

wonderful protection which God votchsafed
unto those who revered his name, and bravely
fought the glorious hattle, which this day com-
memorates. The power vested in Israel at, the time
of David, the faithful servant of God, had vanished,
discord had entered and weakened the house of
Jacob, and his pride and glory had been laid low
by the sword of his enemies. And though Israel
returned from the fields of Babylon, though he
rebuilt on Zion’s heights, the sanctuary of his God,
yet was the number of returned exiles small, and
their strength inadequate and unavailing against
the powerful nations around.
