First day of Passah.

Bid the dew to bring an abundant year, crowned
in beauty and spiendor with the fruits of the land;
that the city, the sclitary booth, wear in its hand
the diadem of blessing, by the dew.

Let dew distill upon the blessed land, let heaven’s
sweetest blessing gladden it ; that the light of Thy
goodness penetrate through the dark, to cover the
tender tree sprouting up to Thee, by the dew.

Let the dew sweeten the mountain’s fruits, let Thy
children taste of Thy plentitude, that Thy beloved
be saved from oppressive care, chant hymnsto Thee,
and proclaim Thy goodness, like the dew.

Last Day of the Feast of Booths.

O God, Most High, remember to-day to those who
pray for rain, the covenant with Father Abraham,
who offered water to three men Thou hadst sent
him. Reward those who pray to-day for rain, for the
self-denial of Isaac, who, when bound, poured forth
his heart like water before Thee. Let this day be re-
membered to those who petition Thee for rain, Fa-
ther Jacob’s confidence in Thee, at the troughs of
water. O remember to-day, to those who implore
Thee for rain, the readiness of Moses to assist the
persecuted at the water.
