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are indeed, if vightly appreciated, a mighty call unto
Israel ever anew to search the depthsof his own his-
toric gelf-consciousness, and thence to draw the know-
ledge and courage to remain true unto Thee and unto
himself, by laying to his own heart the mirrored reflec-
tions of his past, so full of warning and admonition,
of cheer and promise. Giveunto ug, O God, the right
understanding, as we recall how the high-priest of
old, clad in white robes and with a face radiant with
the light of a holy hope, would on this day enter
alone and trembling with awe, the holy of holies to
perform the high duty of his solemn office, that we
may learn to behold in him the personal and historic
symbol of the wide fellowship of Israel, destined as
Thy high-priest, to robe himself in the white of heal-
ing innocency and, bowing down in utter reverence
before Thy throne, to sanctify himself and others to
Thy service.

The high-priest would first implore Thy grace and
forgiveness for himself and his house. He, the ap-
pointed guardian of the sanctuary, the herald of
Thy message of peace, felt above all the necessity of
being at peace with Thee, of being cleansed in Thy
sight, to dispel every cloud between Thee and him.
Mayest Thou to-day send unto the teachers in Israel,
the men who are called to proclaim Thy truth in the
assembly of Thy people, strength and wisdom, in-
sight and self-knowledge, to watch over their words
and their ways, that they may truly teach Thee in
the spirit and plant the fruit-bearing seeds of
Thy word into many hearts. Let their lips guard
knowledge and their life be sweet with the fragrance
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of the peace which cometh from Thee. Let them,
the leaders, not fall out by the wayside and thus
cause others to go astray and to stumble. Grant
that every Jew, mindful of his priestly vocation,
watch with redoubled care over his own thoughts
and ambitions. Make him have a care of what
he doeth and what he leaveth undone; let him be
scrupulously zealous in guiding the conduct of his
own family, that his home, be it humble or rich,
become a sanctuary of Thine, an altar wherefrom
shall rise upward at all time the flame of truth
and righteousness. Knowing how often we have
fallen short of this, our duty, in deep shame and
repentance, yet in the unshaken confidence that Thy
mercies have no end, we, too, would, as did of old
the high-priest, from the depth of our troubled
hearts, exclaim:
